All nominations will be evaluated based on the five criteria noted below. A total of 5 points can be awarded for
each category for a total of 25 points. In an addition, each application will be given an overall rating of excellent,
very good, good, average, or fair — adding up to five additional points. For a maximum of 30 possible points that
can be awarded per nomination. Nominations will be evaluated collectively by a panel of external reviewers. Award
winners will be determined based on overall points awarded.

Cultural Impact — up to 5 points
